Get a thrill by brushing up your skills. Whether you’re stuck on reading, writing, spelling or numbers like me. I mean there’s nae need to be embarrassed, just come along 'n' try yir hardest. After all, just remember that practice makes perfect!

It’s a relaxed environment and community based where ya can take yir time as learning doesn’t have to be race.

It’s all totally informal and normal (apart fae some of the staff who are a wee bit dazy and little crazy) but being honest they're great people and I'd be lost we out their dynamite experience and help.

I was 15 when I left school 'n' had the average standard grade skills. I felt like a fool. Went to this job 'n' that job didn’t need any skills for apart fae common sense.

I didn’t think id ever get the chance to up ma grades and what I knew would eventually fade. But then it happened. I got the chance to join this centre and a mentor to give me a hand.

Now that I'm getting some help, I’m gaining the confidence and the intelligence to get on with my life and do such things like this. I’ve now got the will to apply for jobs that need these new skills.

I am delighted that I decided to go, especially with all the things that I now know.

No longer will I think that my brain is stupid and rotten. That sorta thinking has been forgotten.

No longer will I have limitations and be full of irritation. I’ve got something even more powerful than what anyone can use against me. I’ve got the freedom of self-belief and positive thinking. That came for free.
